Answers to Tutorial Questions

1. C. The criminal justice field that is an investigative science that helps report an unknown subject/offender based on the analysis of the crimes nature and method in which it was committed done through extensive research. This field analyzes the offender’s biological makeup and psychological well being to determine why the crime was committed is criminal profiler.

2. E. Criminal profilers are sometimes also known as forensic psychologists, investigative Psychologists, criminal personality profilers, offender Profilers and psychological profilers. However, you should note some of these terms have different job descriptions and duties from what a criminal profiler actually is. 

3. A. There are four phases including: 

Phase 1: Antecedent; what type of plan and/or fantasy did the offender have prior to the criminal act and what prompted the act to occur?

Phase 2: Method and manner; who were the victims involved (gender, ethnicity, age, etc.) and what method/manner was used in the criminal act (shooting, stabbing, strangulation, rape, etc.)?

Phase 3: Body disposal; how many scenes did the criminal act take place (one or several) and where was the place of body disposal?

Phase 4: Post-offense behavior; what type of behavior does the offender have during the investigation of the criminal act (reactions to media)? 

4. B. The four phases of criminal profiling are based on Gregg O. McCrary’s theories. In FBI investigations these four phases are used to gather information on the offenders’ personality. McCrary spent 25 years with the FBI and today is seen as one of the world most experience profilers. In 1969 he became a special agent with the FBI. He has a background in psychology and criminal justice and researched violent offenders for the National Center for the Analysis of Violent Crime (NCAVC). He analyzed crime scenes, constructed behavioral profiles and threat assessment. Today McCrary is retired from the FBI but continues work in providing expert testimony and analysis, does commentary in violence of television, assists violence programs and provides seminars to professional organizations. 
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5. A. One major controversy surrounding criminal profiling is that scientfic validity is often questioned. Since the majority of criminal profilers do not have advanced degrees in psychology it creates methodicalical flaws in the system. Psychology also does not prove anything. It is hard to diganose or say something caused someone to act a particualar way. When a profiler does not have an advanced degree it causes problems in cases because thoughts on evidence could be primarly based on opinions and biases. However, since profilers are specially trained in their field, they typically know not to view evidence in as baised way. This controversy is mainly a critisizm made by psychologists and people who hold an advanced degree. 

6. B. To become a criminal profiler for the FBI you need to first go through the process to  get inducted into the FBI. Once passing all of the nescessary exams you will go to the academy where you will be trained as a special agent. Once becoming a special agent and working as one you can be promoted to investiagtive work. You must always first pay your dues as a special agent while impressing your commander in order to be promoted. 

7. D. You would need three years service as an FBI special agent (successful candidates tend to have up to 10 years of service behind them in investigating), experience in research, crime analysis and  intelligence. To become an FBI special agent you must: be a US citizen, 23 years of age, four year degree from an accredited college or university, three years of professional work experience, valid drivers license, meet the special agent physical requirements, and pass the FBI background investigation. 



8. C. All special agent trainees begin their career at the FBI academy in Quantico, Virginia, located in Prince Williams County; between Richmond Virginia and Washington D.C. The academy is also home to the Marine Corps largest Base. The base is the site of the Marine Corps Combat Development Command and HMX-1 (the presidential helicopter squadron). The United States Drug Enforcement Administration also trains at Quantico.
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9. D. Persons who go to the FBI academy live on campus for approximately 21 weeks. They endure intensive training in classroom/academic and investigative subjects, intensive training in physical fitness, defensive tactics, practical application exercises and firearms.


                      

10. C. Generally expect to remain in the first assignment for three years (small office setting). A two year probationary period is guided by a veteran special agent. Education is also important; an advanced degree in a behavioral or forensic science is preferred if you wish to earn a higher pay scale. 

11. B. Criminal profiling dates back to the early middle ages (1800’s). People such as Jacob Fries, Cesare Lombroso, Alphonse Bertillon and Hans Gross are referred to as the first “profile” people. Their work during this time was said to be prejudiced and basised. Criminal profiling did not become well known again until the late 1800’s to the mid 1900’s  with cases such as Jack the Ripper in 1880, Adolf Hitler in 1943 and the 1940-1956 New York serial bomber cases.  
12. A. In the 1880’s Jack the Ripper killed several female victims with rage. Two medical doctors; George Phillips and Thomas Bond, profiled Jack the Ripper’s personality. Bond recontructed and interpreted the murders based on Jack the Ripper’s personality. This case became the pioneer  in criminal profiling. It was not only one of the first cases using criminal profiling but it was also  one of the first cases which used actual investigation tools for a crime. 



13. C. Criminal profiling is used most often by behavioral scientists, police deparments and federal agencies.  The purpose is to investigate suspects behavioral and personality features before and after a crime has occurred. The goal is to aid in finding the right type suspect that fits the nature of the crime and determining why it was committed. 
14. D. The FBI profiling strategy includes 6 components:  

1. Profiling inputs: Collect information at crime scene; physical, photographs, autopsy reports and pictures, witness testimony, background information on the victim, and the police reports. No information about the suspect is given in this stage to avoid basis. 
2. Decision process models: Organization of questions about the crime committed is thought out. Examples: what type of crime classification is it? What was the motive of the crime? What was the risk level to the victim and suspect? How long did it take to commit the act? 
3. Crime assessment:  Based on the previous questions and information, the profiler digs deeper into the suspect’s behavior and the type of person that he/she is. General profiling assumptions include “(1) brutal facial injuries point to killers who know their victims, (2) murders committed with whatever weapon happens to be available reflect greater impulsivity than murders committed with a gun and may reveal a killer who lives fairly near the victim and (3) murders committed early in the morning seldom involve alcohol or drugs.”
 4. Criminal profile: A description of the suspect is formed including the suspect’s age, gender, race, employment history, psychological characteristics, beliefs and values, criminal record. The profiler also compares previous information to make sure the profile fits all the original data.  
5. Investigation: Reports from police are given to the investigator (suspects that the police have talked to, matching suspect lists). This stage finds any new evidence to revise the initial profile if needed. 
6. Apprehension: If all goes well in the above stages; further interviewing of suspects can continue and an arrest of a suspect is can be made. The interviewing process is most important because confessions can be made and further information of background and psychological variables can be accessed. 
15. D. Historically, the most common crimes that use criminal profilers include: 

airplane hijackers, serial killers, rapists, drug couriers, assassins, terrorists (especially after 9/11), arsonists, serial, mass and spree murders, work and school violence, gang members, child molesters, and fugitives. Because of current events some of these crimes have become more popular than others like; terrorism, airplane hijackings, school violence, serial, mass and spree murders. 

16. D. As a criminal profiler you can work for the Federal Government as an FBI agent, DEA agent or for the Secret Service. For state governments; state police departments or the General Attorney  General’s Office sometimes employ profilers. And the local governments like the local police department.  



17. A. In March 1993, INTERPOL established a crime analysis capability at the Analytical Criminal Intelligence Unit (ACIU). This made advancement in the assessments of crimes. INTERPOL says, "A combination of uniform techniques focusing on the development of hypotheses, reconstructing the course of individual criminal incidents, identifying a series of related crimes, understanding criminal networks, and analyzing the scope of and patterns in criminal activity". INTERPOL is the largest international police organization. It currently holds 186 counties as its members. This organization was created in 1923 with the purpose of supporting police organizations to prevent or combat international crime and preventing radical, religious, political and military activity between countries. 




18. A. There are three types of multiple murders; serial, mass and spree killers. A serial killer is someone who has murdered on at least three occasions; there is time between each murder to “cool off”. Mass murderers are people who kill four or more victims at a single location because of emotional experiences or problems. A spree killer is one who murders in at least two or more locations with no time between each murder. 

19. TRUE. There are various ways to organize and analyze the facts taken from the available aspects of a crime scene. You can use the nature of attacks, witness statements, the photographs, forensic evidence such as autopsy protocols and, information related to the victim to find differences in a crime. A suspect cannot get every crime committed to be identical to one another; there will be flaws in the crime compared to another crime (Even though it seems to be similar). 

20. D. “Modus operandi” is a Latin Phrase meaning the mode of operation. The “modus operandi” is what an offender has to do, in his/her mind, to accomplish a crime.This term in used primarly in policing and investigation to describe the style of work committed my the suspect. This compares to criminal profile work because when investigating a crime and suspect you need to find out what the suspect did to accomplish the crime. For an example; if the suspect planned the crime prior to them occuring, the lengths the suspect went to cause the crime, the style of the crimes (If a murder; how was the suspect(s) murdered, what weapons were used, where did it take place, etc.), and background of the suspect (previous convictions, mental disorder, etc.)

21. C. Pat Brown is a nationally known criminal profiler, television commentator, author, and founder and CEO of The Sexual Homicide Exchange (SHE) and The Pat Brown Criminal Profiling Agency. She does commentary and profiling analysis for television and radio across the United States. She is most known for her work on the Montel Williams Show, Americas Most Wanted, MSNBC, CNN and Court Television. Mrs. Brown holds a masters degree in criminal justice from Boston University. 
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22. C. According to Gross (1924) the field of criminal investigation should be called applied criminology. Criminal psychology is inappropriate because that term is used in forensic psychology, defective science referred to fiction writing in crime genres, police science seems like it is just an advanced type of police work (which is what criminal investigation is) but this term is too broad, and it can’t be called criminal science as this  refers too much to criminal justice. 


23. FALSE. In 2004 according to FBI.gov, special agents received a base salary of $42,548 per year, but they could earn $53,185 per year with overtime pay. Experienced agents who had advanced to field assignments, under no supervision received a base salary of $64,478 per year. Overtime brought their total wage to $80,597 per year. Supervisory agents earned $76,193 or more per year. The salary along with paid holidays, vacations and excellent benefits add up to a substantial annual income for an FBI agent. For the FBI specifically, special agents are eligible for periodic salary increases. Higher education is sometimes needed to increase salary. After demonstrating ability and proving that they are capable of assuming more responsibilities, agents may be promoted to supervisory or administrative positions. Most people working as agents in the FBI remain in their positions until retirement. 

24. C. If criminal profiling and FBI agent work is your top career choice, you should always have backup plans for that career. The reason for this is because the FBI is a physicially and emotionally demanding job. If you get into this field and get hurt or decide its something you do not want and you do not have backup plans you could be in for a lot of problems concerning what you are going to do as a career. There is no sense in setting all your “eggs in one basket” for one career (anything can happen, anything can go wrong). Typically most FBI agents have degrees in biological sciences, psychology, foreign relations/languages and poltical science; if you have a degree in something other than criminal justice you may have an easier time finding a job that isn’t simular to an agent position. With psychology degrees you could do counseling or get a masters and be a psyhcologist, for biological sciences you could do lab work and research, for political science degrees you could work for a law office or government agency and with language skills you can do almost anything  (especailly with the governement). The key is to find other skills and interests that you possess. 
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
