Environmental Internships Available!!!!
Several exciting science internship programs are now accepting applications for summer 2004 that target undergraduate students interested in gaining experience in research, resource management and environmental education. These are paid internships, focused on students from Hawaii and other under-represented students in science. 

To be eligible for most of the programs, students must be attending a college or university, are in good academic standing (GPA requirements vary by program), and are pursuing or intending to pursue a bachelors degree in science or agriculture.  Selection is based on the application, academic record, skills, interests, and successful interviews and how interests match with available internships.

University of Hawai'i Hawaiian Internship Program (UH-HIP)

This is UH-HIP's eighth year! This program links undergraduates mainly of Native Hawaiian ancestry to 10-week paid internships with host agencies and organizations throughout Hawai'i working on environmental issues. Students will be responsible for completing a project that is specifically defined by the host agency, while also participating in daily agency activities.

Housing is not provided, although effort will be made to assign students to internships on their home islands.

Application deadline is March 1, 2004

Research Experience for Undergraduates (REU): Conservation Biology

This is a 10-week research focused internship program based at the University of Hawai'i at Hilo focusing on tropical ecology, evolution and natural resources management. Interns work on mentored research projects with university and agency researchers. The focus of this program is to give those students who have limited or no research background the opportunity to gain invaluable experience in the exciting field of conservation biology. These are stipend-based, credit-bearing internships. Housing and some travel are provided. Native Pacific Islanders and other students from under-represented groups in science are encouraged to apply.

Application deadline is February 17, 2004

MOTE Marine Laboratory Research Experiences for Undergraduates (REU)

This is an exciting opportunity for those interested in pursuing estuarine research. Internships are for 10 weeks and housing and travel are provided. Native Pacific Islanders are especially encouraged to apply. See the program website (www.mote.org/~jimg/REU.htm) for more details.
